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For this paper, each student must first view one of the films listed below.  Viewing the film may be done individually or in groups.  After viewing the film, however, each student will then individually write a 5-page reaction paper on the movie. 
A reaction paper is just that – a paper filled with our reactions: our feelings and emotions that “surface” as a result of watching the film; our opinions that we may have or may form as a result of the film; our thoughts or our critique of the movie in general (i.e. its format, structure, character development, etc), and anything else that may come to mind as a result of watching the film.
The reaction paper is due on Tuesday, February 28th, at the BEGINNING of class. However, it can be turned in any time before the due date. The paper must be double-spaced, 12-point Times New Roman font, 1.25 inch margins on sides, and 1 inch margins on top and bottom. Please include your name, title of class, and instructor’s name at the top left corner of the first page.
Please begin the paper with an introductory paragraph. This paragraph describes the purpose of the paper, and what the reader will expect to find in it.  Please conclude your paper with a conclusion paragraph.  This paragraph summarizes the thoughts, feelings, viewpoints, etc. that have been raised in the paper. 
OPTION A:

· The 2012 film, “October Baby,” directed by Andrew and John Erwin, and starring Rachel Hendrix, Jason Burkey, and John Schneider.
Some questions you may consider, when writing your paper on this film are:

How do you feel about what you viewed?  

Why do you feel the way you do?

What Scriptural/Christian themes can you identify or recognize in the movie? (For example, one theme would be forgiveness…)  Describe these themes.
As a result of this film, has your vision/perspective/view of life [in general] changed?

Can you personally relate to some aspect of the film, such as one of the characters? If so, how?

What do you think of the movie as a whole?

OPTION B:

· The 2004 film, “The Passion of the Christ,” directed by Mel Gibson and starring Jim Caviezel as Jesus Christ.
Some questions you may consider, when writing your paper on this film are:

How do you feel about what you viewed?  

Why do you feel the way you do?

As a result of this film, how do you now “see” Jesus in your life?

What do you think of the movie as a whole?


After watching this film, has your vision/perspective/view of life [in general] changed?
